Food for the Soul

Just as there are foods that are good
for the body and foods that are
harmful, so there are foods that
nourish the inner person—the
soul—and foods that harm it.

The Kosher Laws are Torah's guide to
those foods that affect the Jewish soul
adversely. Any meat or fowl that is
eaten must be slaughtered in a pre-
scribed, humane fashion. Meat and
milk must never mix. Scavengers,
predatory beasts and fish, shellfish
and certain other animals are forbid-
den. Any processed foods must be
produced under strict supervision.

Eating is Sacred

When they talk about spirituality,
people think about meditation,
prayer and maybe music. Few imag-
ine eating as a spiritual activity. But
according to the Torah, everything a
person does is another way to infuse
the world with spiritual meaning. Es-
